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In Orgosolo, in the heart of Sardinia, a small but remarkable initiative is keeping alive one of the island’s most 

fascinating traditional activities: the artisanal silk supply chain. From the rearing of silkworms to the 

transformation of cocoons into thread, this project preserves knowledge and practices that once played an 

important role in local rural economies. 

The initiative focuses on maintaining traditional techniques while adapting them to contemporary contexts, 

demonstrating how ancient skills can still find relevance today. The rearing of silkworms requires careful attention 

to environmental conditions and the cultivation of mulberry trees, whose leaves are the essential food source for 

the larvae. Through this process, participants rediscover the rhythms of a practice deeply connected to nature and 

seasonal cycles. 

Beyond its cultural value, the project also represents an opportunity for education and local development. By 

sharing knowledge about sericulture and textile craftsmanship, it helps safeguard a heritage that risks disappearing 

while inspiring new interest in sustainable and artisanal production. 
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
